Training Situation Event 1

Drove Veteran to Hospital, 2 Workers, 1 Patient, 10 Hours and 400 Miles.   You get 2 Workers, since you’re at the Hospital for Two hours you get 2 workers x 2 Hours = 4 Hours.  No donations. No hospital equipment and one patient.  400 Miles.  You do not get credit for hours driving time, because you get credit for mileage, you cannot double dip.
Training Situation Event 2

Drove Veteran to Hospital as Volunteer as DAV Driver or County VA Driver or driving a vehicle other than your own for which you  or the post pay doesn’t pay for the Gas;  2 Workers, 4 Patients, 8 Hours and 200 Miles.  You get credit for all the hours and no mileage.  No mileage because you did not pay for the gas.  Someone else gets that credit.  You get 2 workers,   2 workers x 8 hours= 16 hours, no donation, no hospital equipment value, 4 patients and no miles.
Training Situation Event 3

Hospital party at VAMC Battle Creek:  8 VFW members, 4 ladies auxiliary members, 7 men’s auxiliary members and 2 other volunteers that went with you participated for 2 hours at the hospital.  7 people drove.  Ladies auxiliary road with their spouses and 1 Ladies auxiliary member drove.  Ladies Auxiliary donated 40 dollars in food, and the VFW donated 60 dollars in food and the men’s auxiliary donated 20 dollars in food.  VFW provided 100 dollars in canteen coupons.  145 Miles round trip and   75 Patients were in attendance. You get credit for 17 workers and ladies auxiliary does not count.  You get 17 workers x 2 hours while you are at the hospital= 34 hours.  180 eighty dollars in donations.  Again ladies auxiliary’s donations do not count.  No hospital equipment.  75 patients.  6 drivers x 145 miles = 870 miles.  Ladies auxiliary driver does not count.   Ladies auxiliary reports their information through there reporting chain.   Driving time does not count because you get mileage.
Training Situation Event 4

Volunteered at hospital, nursing home, retirement home or veteran home.   1 VFW members, 1 lady auxiliary member participated for 2 hours, 1 person drove, and ladies auxiliary member road with her spouse.  Ladies Auxiliary donated 40 dollars in food, and the VFW donated 60 dollars in food.  145 Miles round trip and you worked with 25 patients. You get credit for 1 worker and ladies auxiliary does not count.  You get 1, worker x 2 hours while you are at the hospital= 2 hours.  60 dollars in donations; again ladies auxiliary’s donations do not count, no hospital equipment, 25 patients, 1 drivers x 145 miles = 145 miles.   Ladies auxiliary reports their information through there reporting chain.  Drivers’ time does not count because you get mileage.  If you volunteer at the hospital you must have a patient count or you cannot count this event as a Hospital Report.  It must be counted on community Service.
Training Situation Event 5

Conduct a blood drive at your post:  4 workers, 6 hours, 50 dollars in food donations.  150 persons participated and 136 pints of blood collected.  You get 4 workers, 4 x 6 hours= 24 hours.  50 dollars in  food donations, no hospital equipment, 0 patients, they are donors, no mileage and 136 pints of blood.
Training Situation Event 6
2 VFW member donated blood.  Drove 10 Miles and spent  2 hours.  One member donated 1 pint and one member gave double reds.  You are not a worker, you are not working any hours, mileage does not count and you are not a patient.  You get 1 pint for the first donor and 2 pints for the 2nd donor for a total of 3 pints.  
Training Situation Event 7

Hospital Equipment:  Hospital Chairmen reviews record and find out the post has 6 wooden crutches, 15 aluminum crutches, 5 shower chairs, 10 wheel chairs, 10 electric wheel chairs, 2 hospital beds, 5 electric hospital beds, 5 lift chairs out stand/issued during the month.   1 hospital bed wad delivered 500 miles and two people went to set it up.  20 hours driving time and 2 hours set up time.  You get one worker per piece of equipment plus 1 additional on the hospital bed set up for total of 69 workers, hours equate to one per patient plus 3 extra hours in set up for a total of 71 Hours.  No donations.   6 x 6 = 36 for wooden crutches. 15 x 15 = 225 for aluminum crutches.    5 x 20 = 100 for shower chairs.  10 x 40 = 400 for wheel chairs.   10 x 100 = 1000 electric wheelchairs.  2 x 100 = 200 hospital beds. 5 x 200 = 1000 electric hospital beds.  5 x 30 = 150 for lift/carry chairs.  Total Hospital equipment equals 3,247.00 Dollars.   If a piece of equipment is returned it on the 1st of the month, you still get credit for it for the whole month.  This value is not cumulative and must be recalculated each month.   Driving time to patient’s house to set up does not count.  You received mileage.
